1.
These terms apply to the sale of all fresh, chilled, frozen, and cooked meat, poultry, game or other provisions (“the goods”) for delivery to a specific point or collected from the store.

2.
The conditions apply to all orders placed with “the Company” (Choice Meats Catering Ltd) either verbally or written and are the only conditions on which the order will be accepted, and will take precedence over any conditions stated to be imposed in any written order by the customer, and orders to the company are subject to the conditions hereof.

3.
All duties, charges, taxes and delivery are included in the price charged on the invoice, unless stated otherwise.

4.
Invoices will indicate the Goods by species, cut, weight or quantity and where appropriate weight ranges and other relevant information.

5.
All Goods will be packed separately in sealed bags and if delivered either in plastic trays or cardboard boxes, and in any event in compliance with hygiene regulations.  

6.
The price of the goods may change at any time up to delivery to reflect any increase in our cost of supplying the Goods.

7.
Every customer will be issued with Invoice on delivery of their goods which must be signed and name printed in the box provided on the invoice & POD (proof of delivery). If any payment is made at this time you must get the driver to fill in the appropriate box on the POD and ask them to sign for the amount they have received.
8.
Notification of any short weight of Goods or damage must be notified to the Company at the time of delivery and any claims in respect of quality within 24 hours of the date of delivery.

9.
All goods sold on the basis of weight or quantity shall have a tolerance of 10% unless otherwise agreed.

10.
All delivery times quoted or requested by the customer will be estimates only, no liability is accepted for or arising out of any failure to do so, you have the right to cancel any order not received within a reasonable time of the agreed delivery time.

11.
The risk in the Goods shall remain with the Company up to the receipt and signature of the customer for the Goods and the customer warrants that any person signing in receipt of the Goods is duly authorised to do so.

12.
The Company reserves the right to treat as cancelled any order or any part thereof if delivery of the Goods is prevented by any matter outside the control of the Company without any liability to the Company whatsoever.

The Company reserves the right to alter any conditions of sale or trading at any time upon giving seven days notice in writing, and no variations to these terms are accepted by the Company unless confirmed in writing by the Company.

You are to pay the Company in cash or cleared funds upon delivery unless you have an approved credit account.

If you have an approved credit account, payment is due no later than 21 days following prior months statement, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Company. If you fail to pay us in full on the date due we may

Suspend or cancel future deliveries.

Charge you interest at the rate of 6% above the base rate of the Bank of England on amounts 60 days outstanding from the date of invoice to the date of payment. (This will now be automatic on invoices over 90 days old).

We may withdraw your credit account or reduce your credit limit or bring forward your due date for payment.

we may do any of these at any time without notice.


16.
Retention of title. Until you pay all debts you may owe us, all goods supplied by us remain our property, you must store them in a proper condition and as to be readily identifiable as our property and you must insure them (against the risks for which a prudent owner would insure them) and hold the policy on trust for us. You may process or use the Goods in the ordinary course of your business, but not if  we revoke that right in writing, or you become insolvent.


If your right to use or sell the goods ends you must allow us to come and remove the Goods.

17.
Until payment to the company and without prejudice to any other remedies available to the company or its agents shall be entitled immediately after giving notice of its intention to do so enter the premises of the customer and repossess any Goods of which it has title hereunder, using reasonable force if necessary. Despite our retention of title to the Goods we have the right to take legal proceedings to recover the price of the Goods supplied should you not pay the Company by the due date.
